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PURPOSE OF THE SCHOLARSHIP

2. Returning or following up to see that all parts of the application have been sent to the Financial Aid
Office.

HOW AWARDS ARE MADE

Candidates will be selected by a scholarship representative from East Clinton High School. Recipients
must re-apply each year. The scholarship award of $1000 will be disbursed into the student’s account
covering their tuition, books, and fees.

DISBURSEMENT OF THE SCHOLARSHIP MONIES

Funds will be disbursed directly to the student’s account at the College after the drop/add period of the
quarter, after grade point average and enrollment status of the student has been verified. Scholarships for
any one person shall not continue beyond the period of attendance at SSCC. Scholarships will be paid to
each recipient in installments coordinated with the quarterly calendar.
