Quarter; must complete the FAFSA and have the results sent to Southern State (012870 school code) as well as other colleges of choice.

Eligibility for other federal grants will be determined by reviewing the FAFSA results and the Super Start Scholarship will pay for all tuition
that exceeds the Pell Grant eligibility. Books and fees are not covered by the Super Start scholarship.

Priority deadline for this scholarship is May 1.
